LINDAL and MARTON is a COMMUNITY PRIMARY SCHOOL currently catering for 76
children aged 4 to 11.

The building dates from the middle of the nineteenth century and consists of a large
partitioned infant/junior room, a large junior classroom, a library/ICT suite, a hall and
cloakroom with disabled toilet facilities. An extension to the infant classroom and a new
entrance/cloakroom have been recently constructed.

There is a large garden area to the rear of the school and work is currently under way to
provide disabled access to this amenity. The school is surrounded by various play areas
which provide opportunities for games. The school field is situated approximately 100
metres from the school and is used for games and sports by the pupils as well as serving
as a village play area out of school hours.

At present the children are organised in three units with the youngest children in Class 1.

ADMISSION TO LINDAL AND MARTON PRIMARY SCHOOL

Parents and children are invited to visit school during the year prior to the child's
admission, which is at the beginning of the school year in which his/her 5th birthday falls.

As we are continually trying to improve our links with home and playgroup, many
opportunities take place which are intended to ease your child's transfer to school. Visits,
iInvitations to school functions, assemblies and sessions in the infant classroom are now
encouraged between School and Home/Playgroup for both parent and child. Also staff
from school liaise closely with the Playgroup. The Playgroup now use the school hall for
two afternoons each week for those children who start school the following September.
Home visits by the infant teacher and the nursery assistant take place during the summer
term with the agreement of the parents. There is also a formal induction evening, during
the summer term, when parents can meet all the staff and the Chairperson of the
Governors and be introduced to the school.

The Education Act 1980 embodied the right for parents to express a preference as to the
school at which their child is to be educated. The Cumbria Education Authority is anxious
to meet these preferences whenever it is reasonably possible.

Each school has a number of places for admission of pupils and normally each child can
be offered a place. The school’'s published admissions number is 12. However, in the
event of there being an excessive demand for places, then the admission policy of the
school is the same as for ‘Community and Voluntary Controlled Schools' as stated in the
‘Starting School in Cumbria’ guide. A copy of the Cumbria Local Authority General
Admissions Policy 20010-2011 can be found at the back of the prospectus.

Parents are given the opportunity to express their choice by completing a form on which it
is possible to include up to three schools in order of preference.



TRANSFER TO SECONDARY SCHOOL

At the completion of your child's primary education he/she will transfer to Secondary
School. You will be informed and you will be given a choice as to the Secondary
Education options available. The staff of Lindal and Marton Primary School work in close
liaison with Dowdales School, Dalton and Ulverston Victoria High School. Arrangements
for visits etc. are made with both schools to ease the transfer for your child. Also,
discussion takes place between staff about pupil progress and teaching methods and
exchange visits for staff and pupils are arranged between the schools.

DISCIPLINE

We believe in maintaining a high level of discipline in our school in order to ensure a
happy and safe working environment for everyone. The children are expected to behave
in a socially acceptable manner showing consideration for others. On many occasions the
older children assist the younger ones and are encouraged to work together. Children's
efforts are rewarded in Special Achievement Assemblies when they may receive a
certificate for good behaviour or good work.

Rules are positive and punishments are fortunately very rare. If punishment is necessary,
children may have privileges withdrawn. In extreme cases parents would be contacted by
letter or telephone and hopefully problems can be resolved together. Corporal
punishment is not permitted.

In 1996 the school developed a 'Promoting Positive Behaviour' policy. Many of the ideas
enshrined in the policy came from the children themselves and we believe this
involvement has enabled the children to distinguish between what is acceptable or
unacceptable behaviour.

In 2002 the school produced an ‘Anti-Bullying’ policy as a statutory requirement. This
policy outlines in depth the school's responses to any incidence of bullying. Parents will
receive a copy of this policy upon their child’s admission to the school.

NATIONAL CURRICULUM

The Education Reform Act of 1988 brought about the introduction of a National Curriculum
for children aged 5-16 in all state schools in England and Wales. This consists of 10
subjects which all children must study at school. The National Curriculum was reviewed
and a new but not radically altered version was introduced in September 2000. In 2008
new guidelines for numeracy and literacy were introduced.

PSHE & Citizenship

For each subject there is a list of goals/objectives setting out what children should know
and be able to do at each stage of their schooling. These goals/objectives are called
Attainment Targets. At primary school children work from Level 1 to Level 5 according to
their ability.

Descriptions of what children should be taught to help them achieve the Attainment
Targets are called Programmes of Study. There are different stages for different age
groups known as Key Stages:

Key Stage 1 (Age 5-7) Key Stage 2 (Age 7-11)

Prior to the National Curriculum we follow the curriculum for early years termed
‘The Foundation Stage’ which comprises six areas:

Personal, Social and Emotional Development
Physical Development

Creative Development

Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Mathematical Development

Communication, Language and Literacy



At Lindal and Marton Primary School topic work provides a cross-curricular approach
through which most of the requirements of the National Curriculum are met. If and when
necessary, some areas are taught separately. Samples of topics and all National
Curriculum documents can be seen at school on request.

The National Curriculum does not represent the whole curriculum offered to your child.
Emphasis is also placed on his/her moral, social, physical and aesthetic development.
Although the children are in mixed age ability classes we also encourage individual
progress at all levels as required within the National Curriculum framework. Children are

also taught as a class and in groups, according to the subject. Reception children are
involved in work which is pre-National Curriculum and prepares them for entry into Key
Stage 1. This is termed ‘The Foundation Stage’ and informs our approach to the Early
Years. After a child's first term in the school he/she is assessed and a decision made
whether to introduce them to Key Stage 1 of the National Curriculum. The majority of the
time in school is spent on Literacy, Numeracy, Science and I.C.T. However, time is also
given to all the remaining Foundation Subjects.

LITERACY

Since September 1998 a compulsory Literacy Hour has been introduced throughout
England and Wales. The content of this hour has underpinned the scheme of work laid
out in the National Literacy Project. The school adopted elements of the N.L.P. and used
them where appropriate. Revised guidelines were implemented in September 2008.

Wherever possible the school uses input from outside the school such as storytellers,
drama workshops and theatre groups. Recent visitors have included a variety of touring
theatre groups, workshops, writers and poets. As part of our links with local secondary
schools older children are given the opportunity to work with teachers from Dowdales and
Ulverston Victoria High School.

Reading

As we believe children learn to read through different approaches, we use a variety of
teaching methods to encourage their progress. The main reading scheme is ‘Oxford
Reading Tree’ which is supported by supplementary materials appropriate to the needs of
the individual child. Children are encouraged to take reading books home to read with
their parents. Throughout the school considerable emphasis is placed upon the
development of reading for both pleasure and learning. In addition to the reading
schemes a wide choice of paperback fiction, reference books, poetry books and county
library books are available within each class. All the children have access to the School
Library. Both fiction and non-fiction materials are supplemented by the Young People's
Library Service in the form of project packs or visits from their library van. All classrooms
have well appointed class library areas.

Speaking and Listening
ICT is used to encourage listening activities and ample opportunities are given for the
children to develop oral competence through imaginative play and improvised drama.

Work with visiting Theatre Companies is encouraged. Older children are encouraged to
take part in spoken presentations and assemblies.
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Writing

Children are encouraged to write independently, in prose and poetry through a variety of
stimuli. When ready, following discussion with the teacher or other children in the class,
the children are encouraged to revise and redraft their work paying attention to meaning,
clarity, grammar and spelling. The role of information technology is stressed during the
editing and in the presentation of the final draft.

Spelling

From an early age, children are made aware of sounds and the teaching of phonics takes
place throughout the child's primary education. Emphasis is placed on encouraging all

children to "look", "cover" and "write" (not just copy) as an aid to spelling.

Spelling lists are given to each Junior child to learn at home and are usually tested weekly.
Children are encouraged to use a dictionary to check the accuracy of their spelling. They
are made aware of spelling patterns and the rules of spelling are taught. Computer spell
checkers are available for use in the junior classroom as part of the editing and re-drafting
process. Thesauruses are also widely used in Key Stage 2 to develop a broader, more
varied vocabulary.

Handwriting

The Nelson Handwriting scheme is in use throughout the school and children are given
opportunities to develop a comfortable, flowing and legible joined-up style. A high
standard of presentation is encouraged.

Both the children and staff take a pride in displaying, within the community, work that has
been produced in school.

NUMERACY

At both Key Stages time is given to mental arithmetic including estimation and
approximation. Multiplication tables are taught and are expected to be committed to
memory from Year 2. Children are encouraged to recognise patterns, relationships and
sequences in number. In addition, class and group activities involving calculators, real-life
problem solving and investigational work, take place as required by the National
Curriculum. An awareness of maths in nature and the environment is also encouraged
through topic work. Where relevant television programmes are also used to reinforce
concepts being taught. ICT is used to collect, record and process data as well as
providing teaching programs.

The main scheme used in the Infant Classroom for Reception and Key Stage 1 is the
Collins Mathematics Scheme.

At Key Stage 2 the children follow the Collins Maths Scheme to ensure continuity. This
series of workbooks covers computational skills, practical activities and problem solving -
all of which meet the requirements of the National Curriculum (Mathematics) and the
revised numeracy guidelines. This approach is widened by an emphasis on open-ended
investigative mathematics.

SCIENCE

Science is taught both as a separate subject and in conjunction with the class topic,
incorporating many skills involved in Mathematics, English, Art, Design/Technology and
Information Technology. In Science, practical, investigative and problem solving activities
are encouraged and emphasis is placed upon acquiring knowledge and the skills of
observing, measuring, recording, predicting, experimenting, classifying and
communicating results. Children are encouraged to work co-operatively as in other areas
of the curriculum.

INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY

The school has an ICT suite in addition to computers in each classroom which connect to
the internet. A number of laptops are also available for individual or special needs use.

We also have in school Valiant Roamers and Bee Bots. These are extremely accurate
programmable machines. Roamer activities involve the use of estimation, measurement,
direction and degrees. When using 'Roamer’ children are actively involved in decision
making and problem solving. (The commands used to program Roamer are similar to
those needed to achieve an understanding of LOGO). Bee Bots are a simpler version of
Roamer and are more appropriate for younger children.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

Lindal and Marton Primary School is a non-denominational school and all pupils receive
Religious Education in accordance with the Agreed Syllabus , a copy of which is available
for your inspection on request from the Headteacher. Religious Education is defined as
part of the core curriculum which all maintained schools must provide for their registered
pupils. Religious Education is not, as yet, subject to nationally prescribed Attainment
Targets and Programmes of Study. Teaching about denominational differences is
included within the Agreed Syllabus. Instruction in Religious Education is given to Infant
and Junior pupils by their Class Teachers according to the Agreed Syllabus. Our
Religious Education teaching has a predominantly Christian bias; however children are
given an opportunity to study other major world religions including Judaism, Islam,
Hinduism and Buddhism. An awareness of the festivals and celebrations of these faiths
are raised, where appropriate, during assemblies.

An Assembly of collective worship takes place each day and is of a "broadly Christian
character” in accordance with the 1988 Education Act. This is led by the Headteacher and
the teaching staff on a rota basis. The assembly comprises hymns, songs, stories,
prayers and poems with a religious or moral dimension. Liaison with the local Church is
undertaken as part of our efforts to integrate the school into the local community.

Parents have the right to withdraw their child(ren) from Religious Education and collective
worship if they wish, as established in the 1944 Act. The Headteacher will be pleased to
discuss arrangements in these matters prior to the child(ren) being admitted to full-time
education. Children withdrawn from Religious Education and collective worship will be
offered opportunities to examine and discuss issues of a moral/social nature.
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ART

The National Curriculum Guidelines are followed by all staff. These Programmes of Study
(P.O.S.) consist of 2 Attainment Targets (A.T.s):

1) Investigating and Making and

2) Knowledge and Understanding.
Greater emphasis is placed upon Attainment Target 1 which covers the practical elements
in the teaching and learning of art where children use a variety of materials and
techniques. Children are also encouraged to evaluate their own and others' work and
appreciate art from a variety of cultures. In addition, they learn about different periods,
cultures and traditions in art. The internet is available to enhance this area. This work
has been supported by visiting artists in residence.

DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY

Throughout the school, Design and Technology is closely linked to and, indeed, overlaps
other areas of the curriculum, e.g. Mathematics, Science and English. Emphasis is placed
upon the concepts, attitudes and skills required, along with an awareness of Health and
Safety when using tools and equipment. A variety of materials are used including paint,
plasticine, clay, pencil, crayon, glue, waste materials, wood and textiles. Attainment
Targets and Programmes of Study for Technology have been introduced to all children in
accordance with the National Curriculum requirements. Children have been provided with
‘hands-on’ experience of construction principles during Lego, Architecture and K’nex
workshops.

GEOGRAPHY AND HISTORY

Teachers follow the recommended National Curriculum Guidelines for both Geography
and History. These areas of the curriculum are taught both as separate subjects and in
conjunction with the class topic. Topics use a cross curricular approach and incorporate
the Attainment targets required in English, Maths, Science, Technology and Information
Technology, where relevant.

Emphasis is placed in both History and Geography on the attitudes, skills and concepts
believed necessary for the individual child at particular stages of development.

Relevant educational visits are encouraged to give the children first-hand experience. We
would appreciate parental support on these occasions.

Geography

At Key Stage 1, we endeavour to enable each child to develop an awareness of and an
interest in their surroundings and to understand the ways in which the local environment
affects people's lives. Much of the children's learning is based on direct experience,
practical activities and exploration. Children are encouraged to follow routes and
directions, use maps, make observations, investigate, question and identify. An
awareness of distant places is taught by encouraging the children to take ‘Barnaby’, a toy
bear, on holiday with them and to share their experiences with the class.

At Key Stage 2, enquiry forms an important part of the children's work. Opportunities are
given for children to develop geographical skills through studying places and geographical
themes including Physical Geography, Human Geography and Environmental Geography.
Comparisons with other countries (including the variety of cultures) and other areas of
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Great Britain are also made in order to develop positive attitudes towards different
communities, societies and the environment.

Field trips take place which offer first hand experience of themes such as 'Rivers' and
'Settlements'.

I.C.T. is used to enhance learning and children are encouraged to research topics by
accessing relevant web sites.

History

At Key Stage 1 pupils are given opportunities to develop an awareness of the past and of
the ways in which it is both similar to and different from the present. A variety of historical
sources are introduced to them: artefacts, pictures, photographs, written sources, adults
talking about their own past, coins, newspapers etc. Progression takes place from familiar
situations to those more distant in time and place. Opportunities are given to investigate
changes in their own lives and those of their family and the way of life of people in a
period of the past beyond living memory.

Past events and the lives of different kinds of famous men and women are also taught.
The children are encouraged to ask questions about the past and are given opportunities
to communicate awareness and understanding of history orally, visually and in writing.

During Key Stage 2, children are taught 6 study uni  ts selected from the following
categories:

Romans, Anglo-Saxons and Vikings in Britain
Life in Tudor Times

Victorian Britain

Ancient Greece

Britain since 1930

Local History Study

One unit involving the study of a past non-European society chosen from:

Ancient Egypt
Ancient Sumer

The Assyrian Empire
The Indus Valley
The Maya

Benin

The Aztecs

Children are introduced to the study of history from a variety of perspectives: political,
economic, technological, scientific, social, religious, cultural and aesthetic and using a
wide range of historical sources. Investigation, enquiry and communication of the units
play a vital part in the children’s learning across the Key Stage.

Historical research is encouraged through the use of documents, artefacts, books,CD

ROM and accessing relevant web sites. Great emphasis is placed on first hand visits to
sites of interest.
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PSHE & CITIZENSHIP

There are a number of ways schools can develop the social and emotional skills of
pupils. At Lindal & Marton Primary School in line with DCSF recommendations we follow
the SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning) programme.

SEAL promotes positive behaviour and helps children to recognise that bullying is wrong.

SEAL promotes better school attendance through improving motivation and the
enjoyment of school.

SEAL helps overcome social and emotional barriers to learning and helps all children to
be more effective learners.

SEAL helps children and young people to be responsible citizens, helping to underpin
Citizenship delivery.

SEAL helps schools to create a safe and emotionally healthy school environment where
pupils can learn effectively.

Good social and emotional skills help pupils to make friendships, work in teams, solve
problems, deal with conflict, manage strong feelings, to be calmer and optimistic, recover
from setbacks, compete fairly, and respect others' rights and value diversity.

SEX & RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION

Sex & Relationships Education in the early years of school is dealt with as questions arise
in a caring and sensitive manner within the framework of the family. From Year 4 Sex &
Relationships Education is incorporated in a topic on Health and Hygiene — ‘Ourselves’. In
conjunction with the School Health Service, sessions are arranged for boys and girls in
Year 6 to talk separately with the School Nurse along with the opportunity to watch a video
giving a simple explanation of the ‘changes' children will experience as they mature.
Children may be withdrawn from these sessions if you wish - a letter requesting parental
consent is sent home at the appropriate time.

A policy on Sex & Relationships Education was developed in partnership with parents,
governors and teaching staff, copies of which are available in school.

P.E./GAMES/DANCE

In order to meet the requirements of the National Curriculum children should be able to
demonstrate the knowledge, skills and understanding involved in athletic activities, dance,
games, gymnastic activities outdoor and adventurous activities and swimming. There are
3 areas of activity at Key Stage 1 and 6 at Key Stage 2 which includes swimming.

Children are taught to be physically active, develop positive attitudes, observe the rules of
good hygiene and be aware of their own and others’ safety.

Here at Lindal and Marton Primary School children are allocated a number of sessions per
week in the Hall etc. to ensure all areas are covered and that some form of exercise takes
place most days of the week. A variety of both large and small apparatus is used to
improve skills along with music and radio broadcasts to encourage creative activity and
responses. At all levels, children are given opportunities to improve their own personal
skills and to develop their own games giving consideration to the rules and a system of
scoring. The school has recently started the development of speed and agility skills using
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the SAQ (speed, agility and quickness) scheme. In 2008 the school introduced Activate, a
scheme designed to improve fithess, co-ordination and learning.

The school offers the opportunities for children to take part in the following traditional team
games; soccer, cricket, netball and rounders. These are taught at KS2 and one hour per
week is allocated for these purposes as well as opportunities to further enhance skills
during after school activities (further information on page 29). Sporting facilities include a
school hall/gymnasium, playground, village hall and a playing field which is also used as a
community facility. The school has links with the local Cricket Club, Barrow Raiders
Rugby League, Hoops Basketball, Dalton Squash Club and Inside Out Soccer School and
in certain sports well qualified parental help supports the Headteacher and other staff in
delivering a full programme of sports provision. The school also makes use of other
qualified sports specialists and facilities and works closely with Dowdales School to
provide a range of extension and extra curricular activities.

In 2008 the school was re-accredited with the Activemark Award from Sport England in
recognition of the high quality of sports provision in school.

In the interests of personal hygiene we do insist that children change for P.E. The
following clothing should be available in school:-

P.E.

BOYS - SHORTS AND T-SHIRT
GIRLS - SHORTS AND T-SHIRT/BLOUSE, OR LEOTARD

Shorts should be of a sensible style allowing free movement and hygiene.
Children will do P.E. in bare feet unless you have any objections.

Games

At Key Stage 2 the children have Games outside on one afternoon a week and for this
activity additional clothing is required.

BOYS) As for P.E. with the addition of trainers,
GIRLS) football boots (optional), socks and shin pads (optional).

During cold weather jumpers and tracksuits may be brought into school and worn when
necessary.

The school believes in the value of ‘fair competition' in team sports and children are often
invited to represent the school in a variety of competitions.

All clothing must be clearly marked with your child's name and a shoe bag, also clearly
marked, should be provided for plimsolls and should have strings which allow it to hang
from a peg.

All items of jewellery, including ear-rings and studs, must be removed prior to any physical
activity place. Children should be able to remove and replace their own ear-rings/studs as
teachers are not allowed to do this. It would be appreciated if any ear piercing could

take place during the summer holidays to avoid chil dren being unable to participate.
Long hair should be tied back.
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SWIMMING

At Key Stage 2 all children receive one half-hour swimming lesson each week for two
terms per year at Dalton Leisure Centre. Lessons are given by a qualified instructor
assisted by a life-guard on duty throughout the lesson. Children are given opportunities to
develop confidence in water. They are taught: the principles and skills of water safety,
how to rest in water, how to float, how to develop effective and efficient swimming strokes,
survival skills and to evaluate their own abilities. Children are given the opportunity to
pursue the Amateur Swimming Association Awards (ASA) up to Honours standard.

FRENCH

French is being taught as a Modern Foreign Language and currently all children in
Years 2, 3, 4, 5 & 6 receive 45 minutes language tuition per week presented by
Mesdames Lloyd and Mason. This teaching has been supported by visiting workshops
presented by Théatre Sans Frontieres and ‘French Chef/Shopkeeper’, Monsieur Gaston.

MUSIC

The programmes of study for music as defined by the National Curriculum require that all
children are taught two Attainment Targets.

1. Performing and Composing
2. Listening and Appraising

Greater emphasis is placed on the practical elements of teaching and learning music.

At Lindal and Marton Primary School, children are encouraged to sing, perform, alone or
with others their own compositions, play instruments and communicate their musical ideas
to an audience. A variety of music for listening and appreciation is played at every
opportunity and always whilst the children enter the hall for Assembly. Each week we hold
a Music Workshop during lunch-time when those children in Key Stage 2 who are
interested, are taught to play the Recorder and encouraged to share their musical
expertise with an audience. During the past years we have been fortunate in working with
members of the Northern Sinfonia, the L.S.O., staff and students from Ulverston Victoria
High School and Dowdales plus a variety of visiting musicians from different cultures such
as African drummers and Brazilian percussionists.

We are also developing our links with the Cumbria Music Service who now provide brass
tuition to several children in school and a workshop for children identified as gifted and
talented.

Junior children are given the opportunity to learn to play the recorder during lunch-time as
an extra-curricular activity. It is essential that these children possess their own recorder in
the interests of health and hygiene. It is our intention that by the end of Year 6 all children
should be able to play the recorder as well as sight read musical notation.

The children all perform at our end-of-year summer concert which, weather permitting, is
held in the school garden.
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THE DEVELOPMENT OF PROVISION FOR CHILDREN WITH
SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS

The Governors and Staff at Lindal & Marton Primary School recognise that each child has
individual needs and that those needs will be monitored both formally and informally. This
will be recorded by a combination of Records of Achievement, Profiles and Staff
Assessment.

Any child who is identified as having additional needs, e.g. children with psychological,
physical, behavioural and/or emotional difficulties, or the child who has special abilities or
gifts will have such needs met through:

1. Staff discussion with the Headteacher and Parents.

2. Involvement with the relevant external agencies, e.g. Learning Support Services,
Educational Psychologists, Educational Welfare Services, Social Services etc.

(Educational psychologists are employed by Cumbria County Council to work with
schools, families and individuals. They are qualified psychologists and experienced
teachers. Having studied child development, learning and behaviour, they are
particularly concerned with ensuring that children get the best out of school.
Sometimes a child may experience a particular difficulty in school and psychologists
can advise teachers and parents about how she/he can be helped.)

3. Provision of adequate resources, both physical and human.
4. Provision of INSET and training for staff.

5. A whole school curriculum which may be modified as appropriate in order to provide
inclusion for all.

Liaison between pre-school, nursery and secondary provision will be encouraged in order
to ensure continuity. The Governors and Staff will annually review their statement relating
to Special Educational Needs and appoint a governor with specific responsibility for this
area.

Lindal & Marton School follows the Special Educational Needs Code of Practice as
defined by the DfES. The school's policy on Special Educational Needs is available on
request.

The Special Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO) for the school is Mrs L Phelps.

ABLE CHILDREN

The School has an 'Able Children Policy' the aim of which is to identify able children and
to offer opportunities for those children to take a ‘'fast track' route through the National
Curriculum and to realise their full and undoubted potential. One child identified as such
transferred to secondary school a year early.

Children identified as talented or able are listed on the school's Able and Gifted Register
and are given opportunities to develop their talents as appropriate.

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CONSULTATION BETWEEN PARENTS AND STAFF

We believe that the links between home and school should be as strong as possible. We
firmly believe that education is something which is shared between home and school and
that the more opportunities there are, for parents and teachers to work together, the more
effective education will be. The school has a home/school agreement in order to enhance
that partnership (see page 33).

Please accept a general invitation to come into school, whenever you feel that there is a
need for discussion. We would appreciate it if an appointment was made. Regular
parental consultations will take place throughout the year by invitation.

At the end of each school year, a detailed profile and report on your child's progress is
made available to you. Time is also allocated for parents to discuss this report with the
class teacher at a mutually convenient time after school.

There will be the opportunity to visit the school on an 'open afternoon' at the end of the
summer term.

FORMAL COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE

If you become concerned in any way about your child's education, it is important that you
tell us about this. As a first step you should discuss your concerns with your child's
teacher. If you are still concerned after talking with the teacher, you should arrange to
meet with Mrs L Phelps, Headteacher. Obviously, as a staff we will do all we can to
resolve your concerns and to ensure you are happy with your child's education.

There may be some occasions when parents wish to complain about matters relating to
the curriculum and collective worship which are the responsibility of the Governing Body
and/or the Local Education Authority. Special formal arrangements exist for dealing with
complaints of this kind. Copies of a leaflet which outlines these arrangements are
available from the school, as are copies of the full arrangements themselves. Advice on
how to pursue a formal complaint is also available from:

You will, as parents, be members of the Friends of Lindal & Marton Primary School,

the aim of which is to foster good relationships between home and school, and you will
also be invited to join educational, social and fund raising activities. Activities organised
throughout the year regularly include: Christmas Raffle, Spring Fair and Plant Sale,
Games Evening, Barbecue and Talent Show.

Lottery

In order to raise funds, the PTA runs a weekly lottery at a cost of 50p per person (per
week). Prizes of £20, £10 & £5 are awarded weekly and once a month we have a £50
prize. You are very welcome to join. Forms are available from any member of the PTA
Committee or from school.

PARENTAL HELP IN SCHOOL

We welcome parent helpers in school. If you feel you are able to spend some time in
school listening to children read, helping with art and craft etc please contact the
headteacher.

TRANSPORT

In order to reduce the costs of Educational Visits, we appreciate any offers of help from
parents to transport the children by car. However, it is necessary for drivers to hold their
own insurance cover for this purpose. This should be written into the agreement.

All children travelling in cars are, by law, required to wear a seat belt. Children travelling
by car must also use a booster cushion until they reach the height of 1.35 metres (4ft
5ins). If you are unable to transport your child to an event and he/she requires a booster
cushion please ensure one is provided for use in the driver’s car.

It is the policy of the Governing Body that any coaches hired for the purposes of an
educational visit should be fitted with either lap or seat belts. A distinction is only made
when 'service' buses are used for transport to and from the swimming baths.

The Governing Body and Headteacher have been active in pursuing the ‘Better Ways To
School’ agenda and to this end have been working in partnership with the local authority to
improve pedestrian access from village to school. A pathway was completed in 2003.
The aim is to provide a safe footway and reduce the need to drive small distances.
Walking to school is both a healthy and environmentally friendly activity and we would
appreciate your participation in order to reduce traffic congestion in and around the
school.
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GENERAL INFORMATION
ABSENCE

When your child is absent from school please notify school, by telephone, before 9.15 am;
should notification of absence not be received by this time you will be contacted by school
to ascertain the reason for your child’s non-attendance. | should also be grateful if you
would send a note to the class teacher explaining the circumstances. If you know that
your child will be absent from school for dental, medical reasons etc, prior notice would be
appreciated. It would also help if routine medical examinations could be arranged during
school holidays or after school. Taking a family holiday during term time should be seen
as a final option. The school however is in sympathy with parents over this issue and
request that holidays do not extend beyond two weeks and do not clash with KS2 SATS
which are usually held in May.

ACCESS TO THE SCHOOL

The school has an electronic security system connected by close circuit T.V. to the school
office. The security system is in operation from 8.50 am. In the interests of security your
punctuality in the morning would be appreciated.

BAD WEATHER

In the event of severe bad weather (i.e. snow) we allow parents to collect their children
during the day. The school will endeavour to open at all times and contingency plans
have been made to ensure this.

BOOK FAIRS

We regularly hold Book Fairs in school offering a wide range of children’s books for sale.
The commission from such sales is used to buy new books for school.

CHILDREN GOING OUT FROM SCHOOL

There are occasions when for various reasons you will need to take your child out of
school. If you wish your child to leave school early, please could you let your child's
teacher know beforehand and also, if possible, arrange to collect your child from school?

CLUBS AND EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

As your child progresses through the school there are several clubs and activities in which
he/she can take part. These are held during lunchtime or after school. The following are
currently available: Netball, Football, Gym Club and Music.

We also offer the following activities at various times throughout the year: Athletics,
Infants’ Games Skills, Rounders, and Cricket

These activities may vary according to staff availability. We are also appreciative of the
contributions made by our enthusiastic parents who volunteer their time and expertise.
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CYCLING

We do not have sufficient space for parking of cycles and, therefore, children are not
allowed to cycle to school unless special permission is given, or unless they are taking
part in Cycling Proficiency Training, when they are allowed to cycle to school on the day of
their instruction. The school provides Cycling Proficiency Training for Year 6 children
during the summer term.

EAR PIERCING

This practice is becoming more frequent and so it would be greatly appreciated if this is
carried out during the summer holiday, allowing time for the wounds to heal. As all
jewellery has to be removed during P.E. and swimming lessons you can appreciate the
problems that may arise.

EXCUSE NOTES

Please send a note if, for any reason, your child needs to be excused from P.E., games,
swimming or after school activities.

FREE MEALS

If you believe your child may qualify for free school meals, please contact Cumbria
Education Authority, Nan Tait Centre, Abbey Road, Barrow-in-Furness (Tel: 407440).

HEALTH SERVICE

Upon school entry a questionnaire and consent form will be sent from the School Health
Service to each child. Reception children are then assessed within the school setting, and
their height, weight and distance vision recorded and parents informed of the results.
Further screening is not performed routinely, but requests can be made should you have
any concerns about your child’s health.

The School Nurse, Laura Stephenson, holds a Drop In clinic in school every half term for
parents who wish to discuss any concerns about their child’s health, or related issues that
may impact on their child’s learning. She may be also be contacted directly by telephone
(Tel: 484085). Laura is also involved in the delivery of PSHE in Year 6 as well as
supporting curriculum topics throughout the school as required.

To inform understanding of growth rates the health authority requests parental permission
to measure and weigh children in Year 6.

HOMEWORK

All children are given homework on a regular basis in line with our Homework Policy and
ranges from 1 hour per week for younger children to 30 minutes per night for upper
juniors. Your general support of school work is always highly desirable and | would
emphasise that, as reading is essential to everything we do in school, an active interest on
your part, either listening to your child reading, or reading aloud to your child every night,
would be of the utmost assistance. We do allow children to take reading books home but
request that they are returned the following day. To ensure homework is kept dry the PTA
provide each child in school with a homework bag.
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ILLNESS

If your child either has an accident or is ill at school and we feel that he/she would be
better at home, we will endeavour to contact you using the information on the contact slip.
If, however, we are unable to contact you, we will keep your child in school or, if
necessary, take the appropriate action of contacting your family doctor or the casualty
department at Furness General Hospital.

If your child receives a head injury, he/she is assessed and monitored. A form outlining
the nature of the injury will be sent home with your child. These forms contain guidance
on monitoring and aftercare.

LUNCH TIME

Facilities are available for children to bring their own packed lunches, but we would be
grateful if all food and drink containers are of unbreakable material (no cans please) and
clearly marked with your child’s name.

MEDICINES

Children should not be given tablets or medicine to bring into school unless prior
arrangements have been made with the Headteacher or Class Teacher either by letter or
telephone. In such cases, written instructions for administering medication should be
given on an Administration of Medicine consent form and only the correct dosage sent to
school. Teachers must be informed of those children who need to carry an inhaler at all
times. Please ensure these are clearly marked with your child's name.

MOBILE PHONES

Mobile phones are not allowed in schools.

PHOTOGRAPHER

Once a year, a local photographer comes into school to take photographs of your child,

with your permission. These are available for sale with a percentage of the sales being
given to school to assist our funds.

SCHOOL FUND

We have a School Fund which is raised through various activities taking place in school
throughout the year. No regular payments are made but your support for our activities is
always welcome. The School Fund is used to subsidise prizes, books, extra equipment,
visits etc.

SCHOOL MILK

This is available as part of the EU milk subsidy scheme. Cartons of semi-skimmed milk is
available on request and is served at lunchtimes. At the time of printing milk costs 17p per
day which is collected termly and is non refundable. Milk is free for children under 5 years
of age.
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SNACKS

Children are allowed to bring a morning snack to school. We encourage healthy eating so
in our view a snack should consist of a piece of fruit. The school participates in the
National School Fruit & Vegetable Scheme whereby all KS1 children (Reception, Year 1
and Year 2) receive a piece of fruit/vegetable per day.

TEACHING PRACTICE

The school co-operates with the University of Cumbria in the training of students to
become teachers. Students may spend several weeks in school learning the basic skills
of teaching whilst our pupils benefit from having additional adults to work with.

Students on Nursery or Teaching Assistant NVQ courses at Kendal and Barrow Colleges
of F.E. carry out placements in school from time to time.

TOYS

As we are unable to accept responsibility for loss or damage to toys, it would be
appreciated if your child did not bring such items to school unless requested.

UNIFORM

Children are expected to come to school clean, tidy and appropriately dressed. We do
have a school uniform and although it is not compulsory we actively encourage it.

The uniform consists of:

Navy Sweatshirt with school logo £8.00
White T Shirt with navy logo £4.00

All the above can be purchased through school with a percentage of the sales given to
PTA Funds. (Prices are correct at the time of printing — October 2009)

Children may wear grey or navy skirts/pinafores/shorts/trousers. In summer blue check or
striped dresses may be worn.

Please refer to the section on P.E./Games/Swimming for items of clothing and footwear
required for these areas of the curriculum.

VALUABLES

As we are unable to accept responsibility for loss or damage, it would be appreciated if
your child did not bring valuable items into school. In order that swimming money etc.
does not get mislaid, could you please ensure that any money brought to school comes in
either a purse or a sealed envelope bearing your child's name and a note of the amount of
money inside.

As a general rule the Authority will not accept responsibility for the loss of, or damage to,
personal property, including clothing, and it is stressed that the responsibility for
safeguarding personal property rests with the owner. Items of personal property and all
clothing, especially wellingtons and plimsolls, should be clearly marked with your child's
name or initials.

VISITORS

Frequently we have visiting presenters, coaches or workshop providers in school to work
with the children. We believe it is important children are given the opportunity to work with
a wide range of adults within the wider community. All adults working in school have
received clearance by the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB).

INSURANCE
The Cumbria Policy:

'‘As a general rule the Authority will not accept responsibility for the loss of, or damage to,
personal property, including clothing, and it is stressed that the responsibility for
safeguarding personal property rests with the owner.'

Personal Accident Insurance is not provided by the County Council and their statement is:

"Some parents wrongly assume that if a child is inj ured at school, the County
Council is held responsible regardless of the circu mstances, and that its insurance
will automatically apply. This is not so - the Cou nty Council's responsibility is
strictly limited to cases where there was negligenc e by them - or their staff.
Accidents can happen in school, on the school field , or during school visits, when
the County Council or its staff are not in any way at fault and are, therefore, not
responsible.”  The provision of personal accident insurance is con sidered to be the
responsibility of parents. Parents who are interes ted in this form of insurance can
contact their local insurance broker.

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CHARGES FOR SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

The staff and Governing Body of Lindal and Marton Primary School are agreed that the
curriculum is enriched by visits/activities which extend the child's understanding of current
project work through first hand experience.

Since April 1 1989, as a result of the Education Reform Act, the school may no longer
legally charge for any visit/activity that takes place during school hours.

Although parents are under no obligation to contribute financially to visits/activities, the
school may request voluntary contributions. Pupils will not be treated differently according
to whether or not their parents have made any voluntary contribution. It is obvious,
however, to the staff and Governing Body, that without voluntary financial support such
activities and visits would cease and the quality of education offered to your child will
decline.

The policy statement, agreed by the Governing Body and reviewed annually (last reviewed
24 September 2007) follows and a full copy of the County’'s 'Policy on Charging and
Remission of Charges for School Activities' (PU/KEA July 2007) may be examined on
request.

GOVERNORS' POLICY STATEMENT FOR
LINDAL AND MARTON SCHOOL

1. The admission of a child to LINDAL AND MARTON SCHOOL and the formal curriculum
offered to a registered pupil is not subject to charge or the parents' willingness to pay.

2. The Governors wish to see the curriculum enriched as far as possible for the benefit of all
pupils. They recognise that whatever public funds are made available they will never be
sufficient to fund all desirable activities at the required level. They, therefore, reserve the
right to:

a) Charge parents for activities offered as an optional extra wholly or mainly outside
school hours.
